American Morgan Horse Association Open High Point Award

FR Freedom First, a Morgan gelding bred, owned and shown by Victoria Surr was the recipient of the American Morgan Horse Association
(AMHA\) Open High Point Award at the SWFDA Reindeer Romp. The award is offered by the AMHA recognizing the highest scoring regis-
tered Morgan horse in an open show or event.

The award is given not only to promote the Morgan breed at shows where all breeds compete, but also to encourage Morgan owners to compete
with their horses in open shows. SWFDA is hoping that by offering the award, more competitors will show their Morgan horses in future
shows.

FR Freedom First (Fred) started as a carriage driving horse, he was shown in New England at the New England Morgan shows. He was the first
horse ever to win the USEF National Horse of the Year Champion in Driven Dressage (open to all breeds). He also won the USEF National
Horse of the Year Champion in the Morgan Carriage division, as well as many regional and local championships in driven dressage and carriage
pleasure.

Fred has taken to ridden dressage with the same talents that made him such a fun driven dressage horse. He and Vici are showing in Training
Level, earning scores in the low to mid-60s. He has earned several awards, including a several high-score championships and the Florida Mor-
gan Horse Association year-end high-point dressage championship.
