
Itôs been an interesting month or so since Iôve officially taken over as President, and thereôs a lot to address in 

this monthôs newsletter, so please bear with yet another lengthy composition of mine... 

Feedback Results 

Although I would have welcomed even more response to my ñfeedback campaignò, I think the results have 
been quite helpful.  To sum it up, I sent out about 120 forms to our 79 members and also 40 or so former mem-
bers.  To date (this being written on August 25), Iôve received 14 completed forms, 2 of which were from former 
members.  In addition, 6 people took the time to email me their thoughts, a couple wrote to say they were out of 
town and would try to respond later, and I heard from a few others verbally.  So overall, I have heard from over 

20 people one way or another. 

 

Hereôs a synopsis of the feedback I received:   

15 people expressed interest in Ride-A-Tests and/or Clinics, with a couple people leaning more toward either 

beginners or advanced/upper level riders 

9 expressed interest in group road trips to places such as larger shows 

9 expressed interest in classes, shows or clinics for children and/or new riders 

8 reported that their lower level of participation is mainly due to lack of time/energy/money 

8 would like to see more educational events concerning topics such as horse nutrition, chiropractic, holistic/

homeopathic, shoeing, new dressage tests, etc.  

8 expressed interest in having fundraisers such as a used tack sale 

5 expressed interest in social activities such as cookouts, trail rides, etc. 

3 would like to see activities involving local trainers, such as ñget-to-know-yousò and seminars 

3 would like to see SWFDA hold a recognized show 

2 suggested having an equestrian fashion show  

2 wished for a different meeting format, at least some of the time, perhaps on a weekend and/or at a different 

location than a restaurant (someoneôs farm, for example) 

1 suggested more choices for high point prizes and more visible letter markers for the arena 

1 reported lack of involvement due to too many political complications 

1 thought a dressage trail class and/or Pre-Caprille class would be fun and well-attended, and said local 4-H 

riders need help preparing for dressage competition prior to regionals 

 

Suggestions have also included various possible content for the newsletter, such as an ñeducational cornerò 
with information on websites or other tools conducive to furthering our knowledge of the sport; a Q&A section; 
reprints of articles from major equine publications; and a ñWords of Wisdomò type section from renowned train-

ers.  

 

One person voiced what I believe numerous members might feel: ñWould love to get to know everyone 
without feeling like it is hard to ócrackô that tight-knit group ï I may be willing to be more involved more 
if that was the case.ò  This person also said: ñReally need to get out there and promote the club and 
sportébe participant friendlyétry to promote unity and funéletôs make it a ñtrueò club [and] help each 

other.ò  My feelings exactly. 

 

Thank you to everyone that has taken the time to communicate with us.  While of course we canôt fulfill every-
oneôs wishes, at least we have some feedback and ideas to work with now, which takes me to our next topic,

A Poem To Ponder 

 

Let Me Teach You 
by Willis Lamm 

When you are tense, let me teach you to relax.

When you are angry, let me teach you to be serene.

When you are arrogant, let me teach you humility.  
When you are lonely, let me be your companion.  
When you are tired, let me carry the load.  
When you need to learn, let me teach you. 
After all, I am your horse.    
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Iôve never liked being asked to be an ñarmchair trainerò.  All riders and horses are indi-
viduals and need individual instruction.  But having said that there certainly are things 

riders can do to improve their performance in the show ring.  

 

Iôm often surprised at riders entering their horses ñabove the level of competencyò.  Iôd 
rather ride at a level where Iôm liable to win or place well than end up in the high 40% 
to low 50%.in some test I wish I could ride.  If my horse isnôt doing a GREAT job at the 
tests at home, then he shouldnôt be entered in those tests at a show.  The show ring is  

not the place for schooling. 

There are things you have control over and things you donôt.  ACCURACY is all up to 
YOU.  Take advantage of Training Levelôs option of halting through the medium walk 
instead of tearing your horseôs teeth out!  Also take advantage of the fact that you can 
post the entire test.  Your horse will thank you for it and will probably be willing to go 

more forward as a result.   

Itôs surprising and disappointing to have to give lower scores because of steering is-
sues.  You donôt have to have a dressage ring at home to learn how to ride a 20 meter 
circle or a straight line.  I suggest that you mark off with poles (jump poles, pvc piping, 
etc.) the perimeter of the circles to get some mental/muscle memory for how they ride.  

Youôre only supposed to ride ONE stride on the rail! 

Read the DIRECTIVES printed to the left of the scoring boxes on your test sheet.  

They tell the judge what to look for.  They tell YOU what the judge is judging! 

Read the PURPOSE of the level you are riding.  Itôs printed at the top of the test.  Is 
your Training Level horse ñmoving forward freely with loose and supple musclesò?  
Does your First Level horse show ñthroughness and balanceò? (and by the way does 
not have to be ñon the bit)  Does your Second Level horse show a degree of collection 

and is he ñreliably on the bitò? 

Last but not least - donôt wear NEW anything to the show - that includes new bits, bri-
dles, saddles, pads, breeches, jackets, gloves, etc.   New stuff needs to be broken in 

at home so you know it fits you and/or your horse.
